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Corey Testimony
On Conflict of
Inferest Shocking

Washington — TPD — An ad- I
ministration officia] Wednes-
day disputed an ousted grain |
storage officer’'s sworn testi-
mony that his Agriculture De-
partment superiors never told |
him there were rules banning
conflict of interest.

The controversy resolved |
around the case of Earl C.
Corey, former director of the
department’s commodity of-
fice at Portland, Ore. [

Corey, in testimony before |
& Senate subcommittee head-
ed by Sen. Stuart Symington
(D-Mo.), admitted clearing a |
net profit of more than $53.-
000 as a silent partner in a
grain storage firm which got
contracts through his office.

Corey testified he never
was told that such dealings
violated Agriculture Depart-

ment regulations and federal |
law.
Others Imwestigated

Rut Ralph S. Roberts, ad-
ministrative assistant to the
agriculture secretary, testified
under oath today that “we do |
have evidence which shows

+ he (Corey) had ample notice

of the regulations.”
Roberts also told the sub-
committee that some addi-‘

tional Agriculture Depart-
employees are being investi-
sated because of outside busi- |
ness interests which may con- |
flict with their government |
jobs. Federal law and regu- |
lations forbid a government
@nployee to reap personal |
profit from the government
Business he fransacts.

It was und erstood that
about 13 employees are in-
volved im the group to which
Roberts referred. He said
those found to have acted
without wrongful intent will
be given a chance to dispnsei
of questioned holdings. But
he saidl that “in each case . ..
where the facts warrant the
case will be referred to the
Department of Justice for ap- |
propriate action.” |

Symington, whose subcom-
mittee has been investigating
aericulture department grain
storgge operations, described
the Corey situation as a
“plear-cut conflict of interest
cgse.” |

Corey, a government em-
gloyee for most of the time
since 1938, resigned late in |
danuary after Agriculture De-
pariment investigators ques-
dioned him about his interest
% the grain storage firm and
%is stockholdings in several |
ether companies which do |
business with the Agriculture
Department. The Justice De- |
partment said March 11 it |
was presenting the case to a
grand jury at Portland. !

Symington said Corey’s tes-
timony that he had never
been told of conflict of in-|
terest regulations was “shock-
ing.” He accused the depart-
ment of “a sad and serious de-
fect in either administrative |
competence, or administrative |
&thics, or both.” '

But Roberts, presenting a
long list of regulations and
instructions, insisted “the de-
partment has not been neglect-
ful” in this field. He con-
ceded he had no evidence that
Corey was contacted personal-
Jv on the subject, but he pro-
duced instructions which he |
said were sent o heads of all
department commodity of-
fices,

[Last December, Roberts
said, the department stepped
up its vigilance by sending a
questiornaire on outside fi-
nancial interests to 15.045
employees. A new regulation,
he said, require future reports
from any employvee who ac-
quires an interest in a firm
doing business with the de- |
‘partment,
