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F.P.A., Giant of
American Humor,

Taken by Death

New York-{PD-Franklin P.
Adams, one of the all-time
giants of American humor
whose wit and knowledge
dazzled two generations of
newspaper readers and radio
listeners, died Wednesday
night at the age of 78 in a
nursing home.

FPA’'sfirst column ap-
peared in 1903 in the Chicago
Journal. He soon moved to
New York, startad writing
“The Conning Tower”, and
was widely syndicated into
the 1940s. His charter mem-
bership in the “Information
Please” radio panel intro-
duced him to another audi-
ence in 1938.

He had entered the nursing
home in 1853, and though he
was visited often by such
friends as John Kiernan, Clif-
ton Fadiman and Oscar Le-
vant, he did no more writing.
