If you want to buy a pleas-

cash, you can purchase it on
the installment plan with as
much ease as you can obtain a
washing machine, a refrig.
erator or an automobile.
Supposing you find the boat
you want to purchase. It costs
$4,000. If you can put down
$1,000, the rest can be fi-
nanced on a time payment
plan through your bank or
through the dealer from whom
you are buying it.

If you want, you can make
the arrangements directly
with your bank. Anyone in
the personal loan department
will give vou the assistance

you need, handle all details.

Almost all boat buyers
make the transaction through
the dealer. He, in turn, ap-
proaches the bank and obtains
the necessary forms.

Most time payment plans
run for three years, some four
years and a few five years.

The average rate that the
purchaser pays—whether han-
dled through dealer or bank-
is 6 per cent.

The amount of money that
the bank will finance for a
boat depends on the individ-
ual making the purchase. The
bank will base its decision on
his paying habits, income and
ability to pay after a careful
investigation.
