So anxious was the queen
that there should not be prior
knowledge of the engagement
that when it was feared the
news might leak out it was
announced immediately, de-

Continue eocoking, stirring frequently, about 5 min-
utes. During last minute or 2 of cocking, stir in shrimp.

For pancakes, place milk, egg and shortening in shaker or glass
jar.

For each pancake, pour about % eup batter onto hot lightly
greased griddle. Bake to a golden brown, turning only once. Place
small amount of hot shrimp sauce across center of each baked
pancake; roll up md serve immediately with additional sauce.
