@ Rivers driven wild by fast-
melting snow and the first big
onslaught of spring thunder-
gitorms droye thousands of

persons fr their homes in
floor-swept Nebraska and
Iowa today.

The snow mun-off, unprece-
dented in many areas, fed
the worst floods in a hslf cen-
tury in eastern Nebraska.

The Platte river, tradition-
ally described as *“a mile
wide and an inch deep,” ran
eight miles wWide and many
feet deep, surging over hun-
dreds of square miles and sub-
merging whole communities.

The Big Blue and Elkhorn
rivers and usually meander-
ing littke R#whide creek built
up new momentum today
under heavy rains during
Tuesday night. The second
crest within a week was flow-
ing down the Big Blue.

On Disarmament

Geneva — Pl — The Soviet
Union offered to unhook the
four - year timetable from its
general disarmament plan in
an apparent concession to the
West today but western
spokesmen said it did nothing
to crack the arms deadlock.

A Soviet delegation spokes-
man told newsmen the four-
year time limit first proposed
by Premier Nikita Khru-
shchev “is open to negotia-
tions” but that there even-
tually must be some rigid
timetable.

No Real Concession

A western spokesman said
the statement was ‘“‘interest-
ing” but no real concession.

“Qur view is that rigid time
limits are impractical,” the
western spokesman said.

The statements came afier
the 10-nation East-West Dis-
armament Conference met for
only 41 minutes, the shortest
session so far, and adjourned
until Thursday apparently in
total deadlock.

Medford Firemen

Still on Scene
0f General Alarm

Building Reportéd
As Total Loss

Firemen continued mopping
up operations today on the
spectacular general alarm
blaze which destroyed the
Faber’s Farmers Supply com-
pany building at South Fir
and West 11th sts. here last
night.

Charred remains of the one-
story mostly frame but partly
masonry structure, which
covered a quarier of a block,
were still standing. Firemen,
however, termed the building
and its contents a total loss.
One of the owners estimated
the loss at $450,000.

Origin of the blaze had not
been determined this morn-
ing. Fire Chief Gordon Bark-
er said that fire marshals were
“working on an electrical
failure theory.”

Two Explosions

The fire department receiv-
ed the alarm about 7:50 p.m.
after residents of the area re-
portedly heard two explosions
and saw flames shooting from
the west side of the building.
Firemen said the entire strue-
ture was involved in flames
when they arrived.

The structure housed the
feed, fuel and warehouse busi-
ness of Everett A. and Donald
E. Faber, Central Point, and
the Rogue Valley Beverage
company, operated by Stanley
Kalapus, 2156 Hillcrest rd.,
Medford. Everett Faber was
said to be owner of the build-
ing.

The blaze threatened other
structures in the warehouse
and packinghouse area but
more than 50 fire {fighters
succeeded in preventing the
flames from spreading. There
was no apparent damage fo
other buildings other than to
exteriors from smoke, firemen
said today.

Two pumper trucks and the
aerial ladder from the central
station and two trucks each
from the east and west side
fire stations were dispatched
to the scene. Twelve on duty
and 17 off duty firemen re-
sponded along with 10 volun-
teers, Fire Chief Gordon Bark-
er, Assistant Chief Earl Har-
rison and Fire Marshal Tru-
man Nelson.

In addition, 11 chiefs of
other Jackson county rural
and city fire departments,
here for a meeting on mutual
aid, pitched in and helped the
Medford force. Volunteers
from other departments also
offered their aid.

Some 15 to 20 off duty po-
lice, some of them relieving
regular duty officers, also re-
ported to the scene,

Seek Cause

Chief Barker stated that
Deputy State Fire Marshal
William E. Mills and City Fire
Marshal Truman Nelson were
seeking to determine the
cause of the blaze. He said
they are quite sure that the
area of origin was in the front
part of the structure along Fir
st. The material that exploded
won't he determined until it
is known what things were
stored in that part of the
building, he stated.

Firemen do know, Barker
reported, that the floor was
burned clear through in a
small partitioned off room
and that this point of the fire
appeared hottest when they
arrived.

In the room was an electric
chicken brooder, according to
the chief.

Donald Faber reported par-
tial insurance on the building
and store stock and said that
the biggest loss is in equip-
ment. One truck burned in the
blaze. Faber stated that firms
who rented space carried their
own insurance on their stock.
Power Off

The blaze put a reported
900 telephones out of service
south of West 11th st. Burned
were 250 feet of a 600-pair
cable and another 250 feet of
a 400-pair cable. Pacific Tele-
phone crews have been on the
job since 2 a.m. restoring serv-
ice and hoped to have all serv-
ice back by 8 p.m. today.

An area bounded by Bart-
lett, Eighth, 11th sts. and Oak-
dale ave., was without power
for about an hour.

Ashland School

Board Approves
District Budget

Ashland — The Ashland
school board has approved the
district’s 1960-61 budget of
$1,963.903, Superintendent
Stanley Jobe said today.
School patrons will vote on
the budget May 12,

The total budget, Jobe said,
includes interest and princi-
pal -on-$1,669,000 bonded in-
debtedness and a reserve con-
struction fund of $613,211.

Jobe explained that the
new budget actually is a less-
er one than this year's since
the millage, based on the
same assessment valuation as
this year’s, will drop from
64.4 to 62.3.

Three Reasons

There are three primary rea-
sons for the higher figure for
the next school year, Jobe
said. He listed the addition of
10 faculty members, increased
salaries for all district person-
nel and the fact that this is
the first year for the district
to pay on the principal of the
junior high school bond issue.

The latter, he said, offsets
the approximately $170,000
in this year's budget for con-
struction of various buildings
which is not in the new budg-
et. He added that the district
expects to increase its enroll-
ment by about 100 students
during the 1960-61 school
Yyear.

Other figures included in
the budget, Jobe continued,
are $1,106,189, general fund;
$181,245, amount inside the 6
per cent limit; $550,868,
amount outside the 6 per cent
limit, and $823,443, amount
necessary fo balance budget.

Not shown in the budget, he
said, is $163,267 in state tax
cffset from the basic school
support fund. This, he added,
will come through the county
to further reduce the budget.

Petifions Against

Petitions against the re-
organization of Evans Valley
with Rogue River school dist-
rict were submitted today at
the Jackson county school su-
perintendent's office, accord-
to an office spokesman.
