tiog allowance on oil reserves.
o Humphrey said Kennedy
=did change RQis stand on the
last two issues and did vbte
for them in later congression-
al sesfons, but he said both
the reductien and the deple-
tion allowance Kennedy voted
for were smaller than those
originally proposed.
