A few others in town: fall,
narrow-crowned spruce - sort
of self-hugging appearance,
one at 325 Jackson towers up
like & sentinel, A Cedar of
Lebanon is at the northeast
corner of Haolly and Fourth,
and a Metasequola in front of
the north end of Hnwi'hnlrn
park parking strip, is begin-
ning to clothe itself in Iis
summer green, giving it the
full appearance of an ever-
green.

Nice flowering peaches are
at 645 Palm, 145 Oakdale, No.
1 Black Oak Drive, See the
wide-spieading ornamental
erab In Ml bloom at Crown
and Oregon Terrace. While
there note the row of Pin
Oaks on Queen Anne, where
Dr. Reddy's daughter, as a lit-
tle girl, carrled palls of water,
hefore and after school, to
keep ihe young lrees alive
and growing.
