Seemed Haggard

To those who had not seen
Macmillan since last Decem-

ber In Paris, the Prime Min-

ister seemed a bit haggard
and worn, He was noticeably
paler than Eisenhower who

keeps a relatively ruddy com-

plexion because of his fre-

quent outdoor exercise.
The President, incidentally

wanted to play golf In Wash-

ington last week end, but the
word from his favorite club,
Burning Tree, was that the
fairways still were too soggy
from melting snow to permit
use of an electric golf cart,
To Receive Publicity

The President's press sec-

retary, Jim Hagerty, is about
to receive the most extensive
sunburst of personal publicity
probably at any point of his
career on the" White House
staff, with the possible ex-

ception of the era immediate-
ly after Eisenhower's 1955

heart attack when Jim' was
the sole voice of the White
House for several weeks.

Several mass circulation
magazines have extensive
Hagerty articles In prepara-
tion. It Is rather unusual for
two big magazines such as
the Saturday Evening Post
and the Reader's Digest to be
doing fullscale pieces on a

White House press secretary
-- and for the first time in each
of these publications--w hen
the administration is on the
way out of office.

Hagerty currently disavows
any thought of remaining in
government or politics after
Eisenhower leaves office. The
kind of public exposure he's
about to receive in the na-- t

i o n a 1 magazines certainly
would seem to give him quite
a boost as he approaches a
new career in private enter-
prise.
Keeps Idea Secret

Hagerty seems to have a

rather good idea of what he
plans to do when he leaves
the White House, but up until
the present, at least, he has
kept it secret.

The rather unusual Eisen-
h o w e statement
which the President read to
reporters on the steps of As
pen Cottage at Lamp Liavia
last Monday had all the ear-

marks of a Hagerty Idea,
in which Eisenhower, with
a wry smile, said, "With this
explanation of the purposes
of the meeting, we are sure

you will not expect to get
too much in the way of spot
news during the course of
our discussions."
