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Kennedy's Religion

Said To Be Factor
Washington CUPD A lead-

ing Catholic magazine said to-

day Sen. John F. Kennedy's
religion "obviously was a

factor" in the Wisconsin pri-

mary "but how big a factor
is not yet clear."

The Jesuit-edite- d weekly re-

view America commented
editorially that Kennedy's
Catholic faith "appears to
have helped much more than
hurt him" in urban districts
of Wisconsin. "But in rural
areas the opposite seems to
have been true."
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It concluded that "the hard-heade-d

politicos who will
choose the Democratic nom-

inee in Los Angeles may there-
fore have to look beyond the
Wisconsin primary to learn
whether Sen. Kennedy's re-

ligion dooms his candidacy or
gives it special appeal."

venture in personal diplo-
macy with an extensive trip
to Russia and the Far East.

Because the office travels
with a modern President in
these days of instantaneous
communications and fast air-

planes, Elsenhower cannot
have a complete vacation any-
where in the world. But he
comes as close to it in Augusta
as possible.
