parents have been wondering
what “Socinl Studies” are,
and sinece their children rare-
Iv bring home any lextbooks,
they have been hard put to
find out.

Now the US, office of edu-
cation has published a8 most

helpful lttle boklet entitled
“Social Studies in the Elemen-
tary School Program.” [t

tells what social studies are,
and how they are - or should
he taught

Basic Concepls

More imporiant, the book-
is an usually lucid state-
ment of the basie concepts
of progressive education
which today hold almost un-
disputed sway in America’s
public schools

It defines socinl studies as
an “Integraled part of the
curriculum” in which chil-
dren study history, Geograpy
and civies “in their natural
relationships.” The objective
is to “help the child under-
stand his soctal and physical
environment," beginning with
his own home and family and
moving out in ever-widening
circles 1o city, stalte, nation,
and world,

Textbooks may be used as
a "basig reading reference,” |
but rurely is the course built
around them

“The most widely found
plan {or organizing the learn-

| Ing experiences of children in

the gacial studies is the ‘unit
method’,”" the booklel says.
Teacher Selects Topic

In the wunit method, the

| elothing. they

teacher selecls a topic around
which "large. related areas of
learning™ may he grouped

The topic should appeal to
the children's intercsts anc
ghould be appropriate o their
age level,

The booklel says: “Some of
the most frequenily taughi
Units or topics in the first
grade deal with animals, the
family, helping at home |, "

Second grade units "tend to |
emphasize learning about peo-
ple who help us in the neigh-
borhood." such as police, fire-
men, doctors, ete.

Third grade units frequent- |
Iv deal with trangportation
and communication sysiems
and - a ubiguitous favorite
the Indlans, The fourth grade |
introduces children (o study |
of the history and geography
of their own state and region,
Nearly all fifth gardes con-
centrate on the Unlted States.

Sixth grades take up the
Weatern  Hemisphere, The
United Nations, and Interna.
tional lopics.
Pictures Gathered

The teacher prepares for

each new unit by gathering
together as 'many pictures,
maps,  posters, reading ma-
terials;, audiovisual aids and
other “resources’” as she can
find. She also arranges [or
field trips and class projoots
in which children can supple |
ment thelr studies with “di-
reclt  learning  experiences ‘

For example, il the unit con-
cerns trunsportation, the class |
may visil the local airport, Or
if the children are ﬁl\ad&'itt:|
miay do some
spinning and weaving in class
