A pattern of city development was revealed
in comments of elected officials of Jackson coun-
ty communities when they met last week.

ISTENING to the mayors and councilmen of
Jackson county’s cities, one is impressed more
than ever with the amount of voluntary work
which features this level of government,

None of these men receive money for the
countless hours of time they put in serving their
communities and neighbors. The time is not con-
fined wholly to attending meetings, either, for
an effective public servant is, at least in part,
a “public relations” man for his city, and en-
deavors also to learn the needs and desires of its
citizens.
