Other purchases by Lhe ag- |
riculture department thisl
week included 112,125 pounds
of dried whole egg solids for
5110,000, Since the egg pur-
chase program began early
this year, the department has
bought 8,732,625 pounds of
dried whole egg solids for
58,865,000.
