'Lower Middle Class’ Eatery

East Berlin — P01 - It once
more is possible lo have lunch
in Berlin's famed old Adlon
Hotel, but it takes a wvivid
imagination to recall any of
lhe glories of the selting of
Vicki Baum's “Grand Hotel."

The main part of the hotel
still is in ruins, but the rear
was undamaged. The "restau-
rant" operates In what once
was the servanis' quarters,
The dining room is 40 [feel
long and 16 feet wide. It Is
divided into two rooms.

The “luxury" area is o the
rear and is distinguished by
two thin rugs placed over the
gray marble f{loor,

In all, there were 13 tables,
four in the bare-floored front
room, and nine In the rear.
The tables are small and
round, made of boards an
inch-and-a-half thick, support-
ed by & painted metal base.

The white tablecloths were
drab and bore evidence of re.
peated use, Cheap paper nap-
kins and beat-up silver com-
pleted the seiting.

The walters wore the {radi-
tional black uniform, about
the only bow to gracious liv-
Ing.
