of the policy, whilt the rate
on term policies increases
every five years, Brannock
said.

These increases are small at
the younger ages, but get pro-
gressively higher at the older
ages. As an example, he said,
an annual premium on divi-
dend participating term insur-
ance leaps from $30.78 per
$1,000 insurance at age 60, to
$47.00 at age 65, and to $73.16
at age 70, Brannock ex-

plained.
Policyholders Affected

Since the average World
War I veteran is 25 years older
than the World War II vet-
eran, more WWI policyhold-
ers are now affected by these
Increases.

As the average life expect-
ancy increases and the veter-
ans grow older, mora and
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premiums and his family
status, Brannock cautioned.
It is also important to con-

sider which permanent plan
to choose. A contact repre-
sentative at any VA office
will explain all the alterna-
tives to any CI policyholder,
he added.
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Prpmlnm rates for per
manent plans of insurance are
higher than those for term
policies issued at the same
age. But the premium rate on
permanent plans remains the
same throughout the lifetime
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on life time protection from
their term policies, Brannock
said.
. The decision to convert is
for each policy holder to
make based on his need for
present and future life in-

surance, his ability to pay
