The four powers have not
specified when they expect
to wind up the meeting, which
will tackle such critical is-
sies as  disarmament, the
German problem, Berlin and
a nuclear test ban.

der of the conference."

Forrester was In Medford
Friday to discuss with Parks
and Recreation Director Rob-
ert Haworth and commission
member Herb Partridge, the
feasibility of erecting such ap-
paratus in Medford's parks.

Partridge pointed out that
Forrestef can have the equip-
ment bullt and Installed here
for much less than it would
cost to purchase the equip-
ment already constructed.
City Provide Manpower

1t Is proposed that the cliy
would provide the manpower
for the basic construction,
and Forrester would design
the equipment, supervise its
construction and finish the
Items himself,

He has indicated that he
would be avallable to do this
in June or July,

This "free-form' play ap-
pardtus Is hard to describe,
Partridge sald, but it is us-
ually built along the lines of
animals, such as turtles or
snnkes, It ls a modern type of
equipment, and has proved
successful in other cities. Con-
struction I8 basically of steel
rods and concrete,

The apparatus would be
tinanced by local service clubs
and groups. The Moose lodge
has already donated $260 o
use for such equipmeni In

Jackson park and the Kiwanls
club has commilted itself to
construct & free-form sandbox
at a cost not to exceed $400
in Hawthorne park,

Partridge said the Elks
jodge Is considering a similar
donatlon for Aturtles and
snokes,

If employed, Forrester has
offered to develop & plan for
n Hawthorne park play-
ground area where various
types of the equipment can be
added from year to year and
afill maintain an overall con-
tinuity of the area.
