At Nenana, the flooding
Tanana river forced the evac-
uation of many residents
whose homes had been isolat-
ed by the water.

Rep. Frank J. Becker
said that the President

raised the special session pos-
sibility at a White House
breakfast with 17 members of
"the 83rd club" - Republican
congressmen who began their
House service in 1953.

Becker said the President
directed his comments to the
whole of the legislative pro-
gram he outlined to Congress
in a special message Tuesday.
He said an adequate foreign
aid appropriation was one of
the things the President laid
he must have.
Similar Threats Common

Several other GOP law-
makers said the President's
talk of a possible post-Jul- y

special session was directed
specifically to his request for
$4,175,000,000 in new foreign
aid funds for the year starting
July I.

Presidential talk about spe-
cial sessions is not uncommon
about this time of the year,
when Congress gets within
sight of its adjournment date
with a lot of business not yet
done.

However, nothing usually
comes of these threats.
Appeared in Earnest

Becker, however, said the
President appeared in dead
earnest this time-ev-en though
others said Eisenhower raised
the possibility only in an off
hand manner.

Chances appeared dim that
the President would get what
he wants from Congress this
year despite his new efforts to
prod the legislators into ac-
tion.
