In case of doubt as to the
sex of an Infant, a microseo-- !

pic study of cells taken from
the lips or inside of the mouth
can be made to show what
the true sex probably is. In
cases of doubt, the child had
better be raised as a girl. If
surgery is needed to correct
an abnormality in the private
parts, the operation should
be performed before the age
of two or three years.
