Lacy pointed out tl.e dan-
gers of limiting the scope and
sequence on any skill subject
such as speaking. He stated
there arc six basic areas in
which elementary school
teachers may contribute to
their pupils' speaking needs:
talking and listening; phon-
etics, or articulation; improv-
ing fluency; voice improve-
ment; effective delivery; and
speech correction.

L a c y reminded teachers
that the more complex prob-
lems .should be referred to
clinics such as the one direct-
ed by Leon Mulling of South-
ern Oregon college. Help of-

fered by the state department
speech consultant should also
be utilized.

Lacy said speech work helps
to mold and develop the
child. Riving him an oppor-
tunity to put his aptitude for
oral expression to use. The
child learns to think on his
feet, and gains self confi-
dence. Among other things,
he learns to lake notes and
the value of research matcr-'.:'.!- .
