Havana-1P-Capt. Herman
Marks, of Milwaukee, who
commanded Liing squads [o7
Premler Fidel Castro, has
been missing since Saturday
on a "fishing trip" with four
other Americans, it was re-
ported today.

Unconfirmed reporis sald
the five, who left the Isle of
Pines off Cuba's south coast
in a sportsfishing boat, were
fleeing to Mexico

Marks' companions includ-
ed an American woman, tens
tatively Identified as free-
lance newswoman Julia
Secon,

Friends of Miss Secon said
they doubted that she was in
the Marks party. They said
she left Havana Wednesday,
presumably on the way to
the United States {or a vaca-
tion.

Marks joined Castro's rebel
forces in the hills of eastern |
Cuba and stuyed on in this
eountry after they triumphed
over President Fulgencio Ba-
tista, He commanded firing
squads for Castro during the
purge that brought death to
more than 800 Cubans,

Ships Collide |
In North Sea

Ijmuiden, Holland -UPL-
Two ships collided in the
North Sea today forcing 44
persons, including two wom-
en, to take to life boats in
thick fog. All were rescued,

A total of three life boals |
were launched, two from the
badly damaged Swedish
freighter Mongabara and one
from the British tanker Work-
man

A boal contalning the two
women and 16 Swedish sail-
ors, dressed only in their
night clothing, was found
slmost immediately. The two
other emergency crafl, with
a total of 26 seamen aboard,
drifted for several hours in |
fog and darkness before be-
ing taken In tow. !

The collision occurred 12|
miles from Borkum Island, off
the German coast. The captain
of the 5,020 ton Mongabara
gave the abandon ship order
but remained aboard, along
with his first mate, in an ef-
fort to =ave his ship.

The women were the wife
of Mongabara's second engi-
neer and the daughter of the
first engineer.
