But the bride has no part in it
She is a flawless figurine delivered here by how many
hands even she cannot gomprehend,

Then someone closes out the sunlight and the world.
Within, it is dark and warm and a world all of its own,

The bride finds the groom with her eyes, and con-
sciousness returns for them briefly, Hands reunite
them and here at the allar they bare their dreams
and illusions, their hopes and desires,

A stillness comes and from it a single voice.
