20th he will know, even as he begins to speak, that
the test of this fivst assignment will rest with what
he says, while the success of the second will rest
on what he subgequently does,

As he strives to rise to the needs of the hour,
he van draw assurance and support from the liv-
ing memories of how his most illustrious pre-
decessors rose to meet the tasks of their own
times. For part of the challenge of the New In-
augural will be his ability to recapture the spirit

of inaugurals that have gone before,

TI"IUS I hope that again next January we will
hear something of the prophetic challenge of

Washington’s first inaugural in 1789:

“The preservation of the sacred five of Hberty and
the desting of the republican model of government are
Justly congidered . ., deeply . . . finolly, stoked on
the experiment instrusted to the honds of the Amors
icon people

Again next January I hope we wil! hear some-
thing of the unifying dedication to civil liberties
of Jefferson's first inaugural in 1801:

HEwvery diference of oplnion Is nol a differenct of
principle ., . . We are all Republicuns, we are all
Federalists, If there be any among us who would wish
to dissolve this Union or to change its republican
form, let them stand undisturbed as monuments of the
safety with which error of opinion may be tolerated
where reagon Is lefl free to combat v

- . L]

HOPE that onee more we will hear something

of that deep and enduring compassion for hu-

manity which immortalized Lincoln’s second in-
augural in 1866:

“With malice (oward none, with charity for all,
with firmness in the right ns God gives us to see the
right, ot us strive on to finish the work we are In,

Lo bind up the nutlon's wounds . ., to do all which may

nehleve and cherish o Just and lasting peace among
ourgelves and with nll nutions,"”

Then again I hope we will hear something of
the urgency for immediate social action which
Wilson expressed in his first inaugural in 1913:

“This i not a day of triumph; it is a day of dedical-
fon . . where justice and merey are reconeiled and
the judge and the brother are one , , . Men's hearts
wall upon us, men’s hopes call upon us, to siy whaot
we will do."

NCE more we will need a clear reaffirmation
of the sense of world mission which Wilson
gave us in his second inaugural on the eve of war
in 1917:

from ruin, that owr moral standards are still in-
tact, that some things—like war and injustice—
may seem everlasting, but that these things are
everlastingly wrong and that they continue to
summon men of good will to action,

plode ot any minute,

South Europeans and West-
ern Eurcpeans have the
strength, the power and the
know-how to render them-
selves invineible to the Tar-
tar, Mongal or Russian hordes
thit 50 often threaten thelr
borders, and thelr lands, It is
because they “mis-played” the
game among  themselves so
long, that now they will not
anneal for their continental
security, Besldes, “playing the
game” aguinst us I8, undoubt-
edly, now a part of the earlier
game. To bring us into the
combine they have given us
the “ball to carry.” O, my
