Many such women patients
spend their days at Gracle
Square Hospital and go home
nights and week ends to do

Others, professional or busi-
ness women, close their of-
fices at the end of the work
day, plck up their briefcases
und head for the hospital for
the night.

The hospital has a 232-bed
capacity and about one-third
of its patlents have pass privi-
leges-that is, have permission
lo visit their homes, go to the
