Planned at OSC

Corvallis A special new
five-yea- r engineering curricu
lum will be added in the Ore- -

gon State college school of
forestry beginning this fall.

The new course is designed
especially for foresters whose
work requires major engin-
eering emphasis. Increased de-

mand for such graduates has
been noted in recent years.

Forest engineering is a

special field of study, unique
to the Pacific Northwest, Wil-

liam A. Davies, head of the
forest engineering depart-
ment, pointed out. It combines
forestry, logging and
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The rugged topography and
mammonth trees found here
present a foridable engineer-
ing problem in moving timber
economically from stump to
wood processing plants, he ex-

plained.
Among First Schools

OSC was one of the first
schools in the nation to offer
forest engineering work back
in 1913, he stated. The reg-
ular four-yea- r course in for-
est engineering that was start-
ed then will be continued.

The new five-yea- r curricu
lum is being added as a spec-
ial option, he added, to
strengthen the qualifications
of foresters who need to be
engineers in large measure as
well.

The new curriculum in-

cludes forest engineering
courses with civil and

engineering depart-
ment work strength of ma-

terials, fluid mechanics, struc-
tural analysis and design, re-

inforced concrete, materials
testing, etc.

The course has been approv-
ed by the board of engineer-
ing examiners. It was develop-
ed in cooperation with G. W.
Holcomb, head of the OSC
civil engineering department.
