We Americans look on with
amazement, for we have seen
In one short year, a prospers
ous well organized colony
come to a grinding hall, Law
and order have given away Lo
anarchy.

Americans think of Indepen-
dence In romantic terms, We
think of a struggling nation
fighting the then all powerful
England. We think of George
Washington and herole sacri-
flees, Often we are asked
about how we recelved our
Independence. It Is always
ended by the question: "When
you got your independence
was there so much confu-
sion?"
