Then, with the ' pro
thrombin consumption test,'
it could be shown that the
blood platelets-ve- ry tiny sol-

id components of the blood- -
react with a factor in the
plasma (the liquid part of
the blood) to form thrombo-
plastin. It is this plasma fac
tor that is lacking in cases of
hemophilia. Since 1947, other
factors have been found to
be involved. In 1956, Drs.
Quick and Hussey showed
how the "hemophilia factor'
can be measured exactly.

I regret that the process
of blood clotting is so com
plicated, and the language so

technical, that I cannot hope
to explain It to a layman; I
have a hard enough time to
understand it myself! As Dr.
Quick says, as yet the new
knowledge hasn't given us a
cure for hemophilia but it
has so helped experts to treat
these sufferers that today
"few hemophiliacs die from
bleeding." Before 1946, "few
lived past the age of five
years."
BUedlng In Woman

Many women who suffer
from heavy menstrual or

bleeding write
to ask me what can be wrong.
I cannot guess. The woman
would do well to go to a
good gynecologist who can
check her pelvic organs for
signs of disease. If he cannot
find any, he will ask a hema-tologi-

(blood specialist) to
see if she has any abnormal-
ity in the clotting of her blood.

Recently, Drs. A. H. Sea
man and B. C. Benson report-
ed a study of 43 such women
who bled abnormally, but did
not have any demonstrable
pelvic disease. Six of them
showed a prolonged bleeding
time; four had prolonged par-
tial thromboplastin times;
three had abnormal thrombo
plastin generation, and oth
ers showed other rare abnor-maltic-

in blood clot forma
tion. Six of the patients evi
dently had Inherited a tend
ency to bleeding. The rule
that only men are bleeders
