Organic Changes

Just how repressed rage

1o organie changes in the ves-
sels.

‘Some Patients
Get Jitters From
Tranquilizers

New York (Sclence Serv-
|lee) - If & patient becomes
more jittery and anxious aft-
er taking tranguilizers, the
drug may have worked too
well eand on the wrong sys-
tem,

In a study af 4,000 patients
takling tranquilizers, Dr.
Frank J. Ayd Jr., chief of
psychiatry at Franklin Square
hospital in Baltimore, Md.,
found 500 patients with post-
treatment symploms ranging
from musculur weakness and
anxiety to labored breathing
und grotesque body contor-
lions. In some cases symp-
toms were wrongly dingnosed
as selzures, tetanus, menin-
pltis, encephalitis and polio,
and resulted In emergency
hospitalization, spindal punc-
tures, untibiotic therapy and
even tracheolomies.

Distort Activities

Most of the blame fell to
the phenothiazine group of
tranqullizers, Dr. Ayd reports
in the eurrent l=sue of Psycho-
somaltles, Journal of the Acad-
emy of Psychosomatic Medi-
cine. These drug distort or in-
terfere with normal muscu-
lar  activities, by disrupting
the extrapyramidal system
which coordinates movement,

Although such neurologic
sympioms may occur al any
age, the chances are greater
as age increnses; 70 per cent
of the bad responses were in
patients over 50, Akathisia
(jitters and anxlety) and Park-
Insonlike rigldity appeared
three times as often in wom-
en as in men, while dystonia
(stammering, fucinl  grimac-
ing, lIabored breathing and in-
voluntary muscle movements)
oceurred twice ns often n
men,
