Operates on Shoestring

It was founded in 1948
with financial backing from
11 major Protestant denom-
inations, Like all missionary
enterprises, it operates on a
shoestring budget, and always
has a backlog of golden op-

portunities which it lacks
funds to exploit,
Despite this handicap,

RAVEMCCO has demon-
sirated that Christianity can
reach the rapidly multiply-
ing millions of the underde-
wveloped countries in the same
way that Communist propa-
gandists and soap salesmen
are reaching them - namely,
through the skillful use of ra-
dio, movies, film strips, pic-
ture cards and other mass
media.
