Competition for beginning
jobs has never been stiffer; and
this age group has the high-
est rale of unemployment in
the nation (iwice the national
average),

In addition te high school
graduates who are seeking
employment, there is the spe-
cial problem group of 800,000
youngsters who drop out of
school beforegraduation.
Some 450,000 of this group
have court records, are slow
learners, or are chlldrén of
minority groups and migra-
