Ohio Democrat
Wanis Increased
Defense Spending

Washington — (UFD Sen
Stephen Young (0-Ohio) says
Congress should vete $2 bil-
lion over what the adminis-
tratlon wants for defense be-
cause President Eisenhower s
not “up to date'” on American
milltary neceds,

Young, known for his out-
spoken comments both on and
off the Senate floor, said he
felt there was “a fecling of
smugness in this administra.
tion thal President Eisenhow-
er Is the last word of authority
on defense.”

", . . 1 think thal warlare
has so changed that he is not,”
Young declared.

The Ohio Senatar voiced his
views as the Senale recon-
vened for a post-convention
“bobiall" session.

Young said he thought Con-
gress should gel busy and ap-
propriate the exira defense
money during the next three
weeks so thal this country |
can move faster in irying lo
catch up with the Russian
missile and space lead
Kennedy Would Close Gap

“II would not surprise me
at all," he sald, “if the Rus-
sians altempt to plice a man
on Lthe moon before the end |
of the year.” 1

Young said that if Sen, John
F. Kennedy (D-Mass) was
elected president this Novem:
ber, he would do away with
“this 40-hour week in missile
development and rocketry"
and close the missile gap with-
in “a couple of yvears."

The Ohio Senalor, lurning
to the internntional seene, said
he didn’t favor formal diplo-
recognition of  Hed
China but fell this country
could still trade with them
and possibly get rid of some
surpluses,

“There's 0 murket for the
products of American farms
and factories," he said, "Doing
business with the Chinese and |
troding our products does not
imply recognition of the Red
Chinese government.”

Young said also that he be-
lieved Red China must be in-
cluded in any international
agrecment for disarmament
and a nuclear test ban,

Drivers Are Menace

The non-conformist driver
who pleks his own speed re-
Rardless of traffic conditions
15 a “"menace to all others on
the road," Medford Chief of
Police Charles Champlin gaid
today.

*The driver who goes to
fast causes aceldents," Champ-
lin said, *and the driver who
goes oo slow contributes to
traffic congestion which, in
| turn, Increases the possibility |
of aceidents on crowded city
streets and  heavily-traveled |
highways" |

He added, “Both the specdy |
and the pokey driver need to |
adjust thelr speed Lo teaffic |
conditions." |

YA driver who adjusts his
speed to traffic conditions is |
one who keeps poace with the
flow of traffic. Ideally, if all |
drivers followed this practice,
there would be litte need for |
anyone to pass other vehicles,
and our accident rate would
plummet.”
