Denmark Free of
Paralytic Polio
So Far This Year

Copenhagen-(Selence Serv-
ite)-Denmark has had no
cases of paralytic polio s0 far
in 1960. Yel, no one Knows
how long the polio virus vac-
cine protection will last, Dr,
Herdls von Magnus of the En-
tero.virus Division of Statens
Beruminstitut,

Dr. von Magnus, who was
responsible for all the polio
vaccine made and used in
Denmark, told Sclence Serv-
ice that about 2,500,000 per-
sons of the 4,500,000 populi-
tion of Denmark hsve been
vaccinated with a Salkiype
inactivated, or killed, polio
vaccine,

Number of Difficullies

She said there are a num-
ber of difficulties in predict-
ing the duration of the Im-
munily from the vaccine:
1. The polio vaccines have
differed greatly in nntigen-
icity from batch to bateh and
from year to Year,
2. The immunization sched-
ules used have varied {rom
time to time and {rom one
country to another.
4. T he antibody response
and the duralion of immunity
vary considerably in different
persons, even when the same
vaceinge is vsed.
4. The bulk of data on the
decline in immunity level
comes from studies in school
children whose mmune re-

He
reminded his hearer of 1hnsu|
many cises in which a person
becomes 11l with seattered
cancer 15 or 20 years after
the original growth was re-
moved.

Doctors Impressed

One then wonders why the
bad cells had slumbered all
that time. Also, in hundreds
of cises we doctors are im-
pressed by the fact that when
the maln growth iz removed
the daughter growlhs are un:
able to go on developlng.
They have lost their power to
conguer the body.

Curiously, if n surgeon cuts
off a bil of & person’s cancer
and transplants it under his
skin somewhere i usually
fails to grow. This shows that
the body is able strongly to
restst cancer. Doubtless, one
of these davs, chemists will
make for us a drug which
will greatly step up this
natural immunity.

In the meantime, many a
eancer. patient should take
comforl in the fact thal even
when all of a growth could
