Little Dog Busily Buried
Bones, and Then One Day ...

“It's sure funny, [ distinetly
remember burylng it at that
exact spot, now It's gone'
This must have been what
went through the litile dog's
mind 85 she scratthed the dirt
away and sniffed at the emp-
ty hole, hunting for something
that just was not there.

Like her primitive ances-
tors cons ngo, the littie dog
was accustomed Lo burying
bones or any other object she
didn't want to eal or play
with at the time. Strangely
enough, she remembered
where she buried her treas-
ures, for she was repeatedly
observed digging them out
later,

The dog's owners, curious
as to whelher or not she re-
membered where she buried
what she didn't immediately
want, carefully marked each
location with a plani-marker;
ohserving how much time
elapsed between the actunl
burial and the later recovery,
The dog wasn't consistent in
this. Sometimes a bone was
dug up within an hour after
being huried. At other times

Yet there were times when
confusion took over complete-

There was a bird-feeder in
the fenced-in back yard, on
which bread was occasionally
placed, If a crust fell to the
ground the dog grabbed it
hunted up a soft spot in a
flower bed and there she bur-
ied the bread.

The dirt
would fly behind as the litile
dog dug with both front feet,
Once the hole was of sufficient
depth, the bone was placed
carefully in the bottom; fre-
quently pushed down firmly
into the eéarth. Then, with her
nose the dog pushed the dirl
back until the hole was filled.
At Least One Hundred

The owners estimated there
were al least a hundred each-
es of buried treasure in the
vard, If the dog actually did
know where each ({reasure
wis buried, her mind would
be badly cluttered with geo-
graphically locations. The
owners gave the little dog a
great denl of eredit, and told
their friends of her intelli-
gence,

Then one day something |
happened that discredited the
dog's intelligence a little in
the owner's minds. It also
probably frustrated the dog no
end when she went to relrieve
one of her treasures, This
prized possession she had so
carefully buried was an Ice-
cube.
