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nephritis. In their case, the

into which the urine gathers
before it goes down into the
bladder. In some of these
cases, kidney stones form,
and their presence tends to
keep up the infection.
Blood Tested

In many cases, wnen a

physician examines a patient
who has or has had trouble
with his kidneys, one of the
first things he does is to have
the blood tested to see if
harmful waste products are
being normally filtered out
by the kidneys. If they are
not being removed, they will
back up, and accumulate in
the blood.
