Election Needed

The legislature had plan-
ned to replace the coroners
with a medical examiner sys
tem under the State Board
of Health. There is no indica
tion what will happen to that
program.

Appling explained the elec
tion is needed because the
corners will not be abolished
until next Jan. 1.

He said the old law pre
vails until the effective date
of the new law, thus requir
ing the regular election pro-
cedure for the office.

Appling said this position
was confirmed by a legal
opinion he received from the
attorney general.'

Because no candidates have
been nominated it will be up
to the party central commit
tees to select their candi
dates before the Aug. 29
deadline.

Independent candidates can
also qualify by one of two
methods, either by petition of
registered voters or by nom-

inating assembly.

My own feeling is that par-
ticular care must be taken in
handling the occasional fear-
ful or shjf or retiring child
who has "already inherited
some of the parent's tenden-
cy to think in peculiar ways.
Efforts should be made to
convince the children that
they must not feel ashamed
or disgraced because of the
nature of the parent's Illness.

I am so glad to see that in
the booklet the author be-

lieves, as I do, In being hon
est when the children ask if
there is any possibility that
they could inherit a mental
disturbance.

I agree that it should be
emphasized that they didn't
have to inherit the trouble,
but they could inherit it, or
perhaps probably, a part of
the tendency.

They should be told that
if they do inherit, some of
the tendency, they can fight
it, and perhaps fight it off suc-

cessfully for all of their days.
Similarly, if a girl asks if
her children could get the
trouble, she should probably
be told honestly that if. she
inherits a tendency to it she
could pass it on to perhaps
one out of several children
she might have. , '
Should See Expert

When the time comes for
marrying, she would do well
to see an expert genetic coun-
selor who, after finding out
about her and her family and
about the family of her in-

tended, can give her some
idea of what the percentage
risk would be to any chil
dren that she. might have.

Very wisely the author of
the booklet says that children
should be warned that when
the parent returns from the
hospital there may be some
embarrassing moments. The
parent might still be a bit
reticent and unable to show
affection. Also, if .the parent
has been away for a few
years, the children are like
ly, for a while, to feel that
he (or she) is a stranger.
