Radio-Activ- e Gold

Men with a cancerous pros-
tate gland want to know if
they will have any bad effects
If the doctor inserts into the
gland tiny pellets of radio
active gold.

I doubt if they need fear
any trouble. Not being an ex-
pert tn this field, I cannot dis
cuss all the pro s and con's,
All I know is that I have read
many papers by urologists and
others who used this technic
and felt' that it is a good one,

Commonly, It is about the
only treatment that can be
used because, by the time a
man discovers he has a cancer
of the prostate gland, it has
scattered, and hence an at
tempt to remove all of the
gland would do no good.

Sometimes in these cases
the urologist can enable the
man to urinate by removing
much of the large gland
through a lighted tube passed
down through the urethra-th- e
tube that carries urine from
the bladder to the outside.

Often, when cancer of the
prostate gland has scattered
Into the nearby nerves and
the bones, the patient will be
helped by being given large
doses of female hormone.
Liver Spots

As people grow older, some
of them get what they call
liver spots-are- as in which
brown pigment accumulates.
I don't know of any evidence
to indicate that these areas
have anything to do with the
liver. Fortunately, they do no
harm; unfortunately. I know
of no simple cure.

As a part of the continuing
Red - Cross assistance to the
stricken nation, a $500,000 re
lief program has been under
taken to assist school-ag- e Chil
eans. One of the main under
takings is a $30,000 project to
provide a $15 a month for a
period of five months to 400
of the neediest students at the
University of Concepcion and
the University of Austral in
Valdivia.

Another project will give
Chilean schools in the devas-
tated area 150 school assist-
ance units chests containing
educational supplies, health
and sanitary items, tools and
recreational equipment. These
units are designed so that the
export packing cases can be
converted into bookcases or
storage cabinets.

projects are in addition to the
aid $2 million in cash and
$700,000 worth of supplies
already extended by the Red
Cross to Chile.

Values Outlined;

Same as Adult's
Los AnReles (Science Serv

ice) - The values which often
eovern the adult world may
In reality be the same as tnose
of juvenile delinquents - even
though the latter may com-

monly be pictured as rebels
against society.

Three mnior values seem
to underlie the behavior of
juvenile delinquents, says Dr.
Gresham M. Sykes, a crimi-

nologist and sociologist, from
Dartmouth college, Currently
a visiting professor at the
University of California, Los
Angeles.

They are (1) adventure, the
search for kicks; (2) exploit,
a contempt for work coupled
with a taste for luxury, and
(3) aggression, a forceful
toughness as a symbol of man-
hood. ,

Leisure Class Coda
The same values have tra.

ditionally made up the code
of the aristocratic leisure
class, Dr. Sykes believes. As
the enjoyment of leisure has
spread to the rest of the pop-
ulation, and work has lost
much of its status as a calling,
the "aristocratic values have
been accepted by much of our
entire society.

Adventure, exploit and ag
gression are not part of soci-

ety's official and respectable
code, but these "subterranean
values," as Dr. Sykes calls
them, nevertheless play a
large if unpublicized role tn
the American value system.

Most adolescents, whether
wealthy or not, are members
of the leisure class, freed
from the earlier domination
of parents but not yet work
ing or married.
Apt To Adopt Valuai

Juveniles are therefore par
ticularly apt to adopt leisure
class values, although wheth
er these values will lead to

delinquency will depend to
some extent on their living
conditions and attitudes to
ward work and school.

"We may well ask our
selves if juvenile delinquency
is not the symptom of a dis-

ease that afflicts our entire
society," Dr. Sykes concludes.
