Thousands of persons can
bleed heavily from the diges-
tive lract and can recover; a
few will not
recover. In a
recent paper,
Drs, H. M,
Langrall, A.

Wollaeger, of
the Mayo
Clinie, report
Lhe findings
DR ALVaRky  ab aulopsy on
135 persons who died because
of a massive hemmorhage
{from the digestive tract.

Most of the patienls were
middle-aged men, In 50 cases,
a ‘“peptic” ulceration was
found. In 43 cases the bleed-
ing came from the type of
varicose veins that form in
Lthe gullel of some patients
sulfeting from cirrhesls of
the llver,

Some sorl of cancer was
found in 20 cases, and some
defect in blood-clotling was
found in 11, In 4 cases no
source for the bleeding could |
be found, Apparently the |
hlood had just seeped through
the lining of the stomach or
gut, In some cases it was
hard lo tell which of several
uleerations had been the main
source of the bleeding.
