Mi, Willlam A. Naggle of
Dayton, Ohio, who has work-
ed as an atlendant in mental
hospilals and has greal sym-
pathy [or the insane, wriles
me, moking a number of good
suggestions,

excellent cabinet-maker who,
working every day in' one of
the shops in a mental hospital,
turned oul a lot of gifts which
were sold to visitors, Usually
peaceful, one day the man got
into & fight and nearly killed
his apponent,
When Mr, Naggle asked
him why he had gone berserk,
he said that, first, he had got-
ten fed-up working for the
hospital so long for nothing;
and sccond, because the head
of the shop would not even
let him have chewing lobuceo
which brought him the only
comfort and pleasure he hud
In life. As Mr, Naggle said, s
sine man, angered by all this
injustice would probably have
“blown up" too, and fought
back.

All the
hopeless old people who just
git on a bench all day and
stare Inlo space or talk (o
themselves should go into
another alms.house {ype of in-
stitution.

Then, all those people who
can work, who usually behave
themselves, and who might
evenlunlly be taught to live
out in the world again, should
be put in another type of In-
stitution, which should nol be
ealled a hospilal or an asylum,
but rather a “rehabilitation
center.” In It every effort
should be made fo prepare
the people for useful work
and sane living.

These people would work
in shops for wages, and per-
haps, efter some money wns
deducted for board and lodg-
ing, the rest would be given to
the people, or banked in their
name. The men in charge of
the Center would be trained
industrinlists.

Probably there would be al
least two Llypos of Lhese re-
habilitation cenlers—the first,
for persons who have lo be
kept locked up in order to
keep them away from aleohol
or drugs; and the second, for
those who are so sane they
can be allowed to come and
go as freely as i they were
living in a hotel or a company
“bunk house,”

During the last year, as 1
have read some 85 books by
persons who had once been
confined in a mental hospital,
I have been Impressed with
the stupidity and eallovsness
of those who were in charge
of many of the Institutions.
