Incentive payments on the
1859 wool markeling program
are going out In considerable

valume throughoutl the state,!

Pacific Wool Gowers reported.

Pacific Wool Growers to
date has processed and sent
oul incentive payments total-
ing $46,145.97, Incentive pay-
ment amounts to 43.2 per cent
of the net price the grower
recelved for his 1939 wool,
according to R, A, Ward, gen-
eral manager,

Pacific Wood Growers lias
joined with the National Wool
Growers and the various state
wool growers' associations in
recommending to the Secre-
tary of Agriculture, at his re-

quest, that the incentive price |

level for the 19681 wool mar-
keting vear be established at
82 cents per grease pound,
which is the same as it has
been each year since the pas-
sage of the National Wool
Acl of 1954, The Sccretany
requested the views of pro-
ducers as provided by the law,
so he could announce the
price level in order lo nssist
producers when shaping up
their flocks this fall for next
year's production.

The National Wool Act pro-
vides thal the support price
for shorn wool shall be at
such incentive level as the
Sceretary determines neces-
sary lo encourage an annual
production of 300 million
pounds of shorn wool, The

The Chow Dog Has
A Proud, Ancient Heritage

The chow-chow grindmoth-
er made was composed of cu-
cumbers, small enions, pieces
of cauliflower, and sometimes
flavored with mustard or a
collection of other spices; Slm[
called it “chow-chow" or
“mixed pickles.”

It is doubtful if she or any
of her conlemporaries knew
that “chow-:chow" was an
casy way for the old sailing
masters to deseribe a cargo
of miscellaneous articles, sav-
ing them the tedious listing of
individual items.

Probably the word “chow™
wits & form of pidgin English
used to deseribe food or a
mixture of several objects. It
may even have been an ex-
pressive way of circumvent-
ing the difficulties of master-
ing an Oriental language.
And, ridiculously enough
“'c¢how-chow' became Llhe
name of a breed of Oriental|
dog.

From a Long Line

This aloof and lordly mem-
ber of the canine family can
trace ils ancestry back a vnry;

A hundred or mare
years before the birth of
Christ, the Chow dog was con-
sidered a sporting or hunting
dog.

The head is square, with
short erect eors and a blunt
muzzle. It is the only breed
of dog in the world having
black or blue-black lips,
tongue and moulh parts, A
peculinr characteristic of the
Chow is the scowl thal never
leaves the face, giving the ani-
mal the appearance of being
just a little provoked or
slightly angry all the time
Glorious Days

“Every dog'" they say,
“must have his or her day,"
and thig Oriental dog known
as Lhe "Chow-chow" has had
a Rlorlous sueccession of Lthem,
In Ils long association with
humang it has encompassed
the entire gamut of the uses
to which “man’s best friend"”
has been put, for this dog has
the stamina, dignily and
strength to survive under ev-
ery and all eircumstances and
conditions. The Chow has
come a long, long way from
his mastiff antestors in an-
cient Tibet and the samoyede
of nocthern Siberia, and he
has done It gracefully and
with haughty dignity. The
confusion of euphonic expres-
sion as Lo "chow-chow'" mean-
ing mixed pickles, a mixed
cargo in the hold of a salling
ship, or a wooly haired dog
with a blue-black tongue has
been only a minor handicap
cagily overcome by the
“Chiow."
