Sonar to Provide

Underwater Eyes
San Diego, Calif- .- (UPD --

Sonar, the electronic equip
ment used to detect subma-
rines, soon may provide un
derwater eyes for the Navy's
famed frogmen.

Strombcrg-Carlso- and the
Navy Electronics laboratory
report that portable sonar
units, powered by standard
flashlight batteries, have been
developed for vise by the frog
men in detecting submerged
objects in murky water.

The unit is only slightly
larger than a basketball and
weighs 20 pounds. It is en
closed In an aluminum easing
and has grips on the side for
the diver to hold.

Earphones attached to the
unit provide the underwater
swimmer with information
about objects detected by
sound waves.
