The
missing included the Ameri-
can skipper-owne- r of a yacht
wrecked in Ise Bay.

Still incomplete reports list
ed 6 known dead, 27 missing
and more than 50 persons in-

jured.

against time to dig out 25 con-
struction workers buried by a
typhoon-triggere- d landslide.

The missing American was
identified as Thomas Jefferson
Alford, a civilian radio offi
cer-wit- the U.S. Military Sea
Transport Service who listed
his home as Maywood, Calif.

MSTS officials in Yokoha-
ma said they could not con
firm Japanese reports that
three or four other Americans
were aboard the yacht whose
anchor was ripped loose by
the storm-lashe- d seas and
wrecked when dashed against
the rocks.

sin who is a drunkard."

"I am only a laywoman but
I used to breed dogs, and so
I felt sure Hint when there is
a bad heredity in both paren-
tal strains, there should be
nervous disease in several of
the offspring."

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Reader Reactions To My
Column! on Heredity

Some eight years ago when,
in this column, I began to
speak of the tremendous im
portance of heredity in mak
ing us either able and sane
and or good'

or psychotic, or
unable to adjust well tq life
with our fellows. I would get
many letters, sometimes from
prominent people, attacking
me violently. Many, who did
not know that I had spent
most of my life studying neu
roses and minor psychoses,
and writing text-book-s on the
subject, accused me of ignor
ance, and told me to stick to
something I knew about: oth
ers wrote in the vein of "how
could you do such a cruel
thing as to talk to us of
heredity?" Others said, "You
doubtless are right in what
you say, but you should not
say it, because it hurts us so
with our family full of queer
ones, we do not want to hear
a word about mental
troubles."

Interestingly, so far as I
can remember, no single phy
sician ever wrote to disagree
with me, and only one or two
analysts ever wrote to remon
strate. Many of the

psychia-
trists, as well as the modern,
scientifically-traine- d psychia
trists, wrote to say, "Blessings
on you; keep it up;" and some
of the psychiatrists made me
a member of their big associa-
tion!

What has pleased me much
in the last few years has been
the stream of letters from
mothers who have been so
very grateful for my discus-
sion of heredity which they
say has rolled away a terrible
weight of guilt from their
hearts. From time to time I
shall publish some of these
letters.
