Washington ~(Sclence Serv-
fee—A new skin applleation,
gald to “alleviate and cure ir-
ritatlons caused to the gkin by
poison lvy, polson oak, polson
sumae, and other relationd
sumac, and the other relat-
ed chemlenl toxicants" was
among patents mued here re.
cently.

The bed effects of these
plants on the skin is mainly
due to a series of related
chemical compounds found In
them. These chemlcals react
with the protein in the skin
to form a fairly stoble organ-
ie complex that leads to the
formation of pusiules conlain-
ing toxic fluid and the result-
ing itch.

The palent calls for a prep-
aration containing between
five per cent and 50 per cent
of a sirong anion exchange
retln and an organic base, to-
gether with a waler-miscible
organic solvent, such as pro.
