In' the poster, Mr. K. will
be brandishing a whip, and
directing the satellite peoples,
who will be deplicted behind

bars, to shout “down with
m:]:n:\'i am,"  and ordering:
Ypet sel, go!"

puster will be eartooned the
British, French, and Belglans
sitting on cages which will be
open a8 i symbol of their
having liberated their colos
nial peoples

Then, one at a time, lo the
_nhational anthems of their
countries, the flags of the
United Stales, Poland, Czech-
oslovakin, Hungary, Romania,
Bulgaria, Estonia, Latvia, and
Lithuania: will be raised at
the top of the building and
then those of the nine “‘cap-
tive'" countries will be lower-
ed to half staff,

There will be speeches and
the reading of a resolulion,
which 'the ACEN general
commilttee hag approved, con-
demning Khrushchev for com-
ing to the UW.N. session and
bringing the Communist
chieftaing of his satellite na-
tions, Simultaneously there
will be protest picketing by
various organizations for four
blocks along the avenue across
formy U.N. headquarters,

The second lropical storm
to strike the U.S, mainland
in a week left widespread
property damage, flooded
highways and power fallures.
Only one fatality was in-
directly caused by the storm,
Juste Savoie, 68, retired en-
gineer, suffered a fatal heart
attack while securing win-
dows al his New Orleans
home Thursday.

Hurricane Audrey — which
clnimed 430 lives. This time,
some 50,000 coastal dwellers
paid heed to Weanther Bureau
warnings and took shelter in
advance of Ethel's B0-mile-an-
hour winds.

Castro, Guards
‘Warned To Leave
\Guns at Home

Washinglon — if - Cuban
Premier Fldel Castro and his |
guntoting  bodvgunrds have
been warned to leave their
firearms 0l home when they
come to New York next week
for the United Nations Gen-
ernl  Askembly.

American officials sald lo-
day they have advised the
Cuban Embagsy that Castro
nngd hig entouroge will not be
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permitted’ 1o enrry their cus-
tomary weapons during the |
bearded Cuban leader's slay
in this country.

The State Departmenl al-
rendy had  annotneed  that
Castro would be confined to
Muanhaltan  Island. He
been placed under the same
resirictions 85 those imposed
on Soviet Premler Nikita
Khrushehey and the Hungar-
inn and Albanian Comimunist
leaders.

Arms Not Permitted

Amerlenn officinls advised
the Cuban Embassy to advise
Haovana that foreigners, body-
guurds or noef, were not per-
mitted to carry arms in the
United Stales, Assurances
have been recelved thal the
advice will be taken, the of-
fivials sald.

The U.S. officials informed
the Cubnans that the American
government, under the U.N.

responsible for the safety of
Castro and would tnke every
precaution to guard him while
he was in New York.
