A 'long time ago two cit-
izens of the United States
made a pact to work for wom-
an's suffrige. Now, 120 years
later, women voters outnum-
ber men for the first time and
have It in their power to elect
the' next predident of the
United States,

Speaking yesterday for &
luncheon meeting sponsored
by Medford Business and Pro-
fesslonal Women as a part of
National Business Women's
weok, Mra, Thomas Rufter re-
minded the group how long It
had taken fémales to achieve
suffrage, and what a power-
ful influence women ecan be
in national politics,

In the beginning of her talk
Mrs. Rutter hearkened back
{o thé times when “criminals,
lunaties, Iidiots and women"
were nol allowed to vote,
After Lucy Molt and Eliza<
beth Stanton made their his-
toric pact, it was 38 years be-
{fore  legislation for women's
suffrage was introduced Into
the Congress, 11 more years
belore it was on the floor . of.
the United States Senate, 37
before It was considered by
the house and then It was 41
additional years before it was
enacted into law—T9 years al-
together In the making, she
sald

Women have served the
federal government at all lev-
els with the exception of the
presidency, vice - presidency
and in the supreme court, Mrs,
Rutter reminded her listen-
ers. Two women have served
in the Senate, there have been
80 in the House, two women
governors and two women
cablnet members. Many are
electéd o state legislatures,
Six women have served as
ambassadors and ministers to
foréign nations.

Three women have actually
been' nominated and have run
for the presidency, Mrs. Rut-
ter said, and added that it
was Interesting to ponder on
the fact that "off beat" po-
litical groups are more broad-
minded about accepting wom-
en in high office. She remind-
ed the women present that
Clare Boothe Luce and Dor-
othy Thompson have both ad-
vanced the idea that the na-
tion change its governmental
plan to Include a sécond vice-
president, the office to be held
by a woman. Mrs. Rulter he-
lieves that idea of doubtful
value and said it was rather
liké awarding the woman a
