a population In which 20 per
cent are past age 65 and two
per _cent are past 100,

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Thyroid Hormone

Found To Produce
‘Instant Energy’

Los Angeles-(Science Serye
ice)~When you exercise stren.
wously your body may tap
cireulating blood reserves of
thyrold hormone necessary to
produce energy without the
need of stepping up thyroid
gland production,

This is the bellef of Dra,
J. Thomas Dowling and J. T.
Nicoloff of the University of
Callfornin Medical School,
Los Angeles, and Los Angeles
VA Cenler, who have beén
studying transport of the hore
mone in the blood, (The hors
mone, thyroxine, Is trans-
ported through the blood
stream in a sorl of “towing"
operation by speclal proteins
lo which it Is bound))

Although the thyrold hore
mone Is involved in many
bodily processes, thyrald
gland production schedule is
relatively constant, they point
out, Since the gland never
seems to slep up production
appreciably, sclentists have
been puzzled as lo how sud-
den demands for {he hormone
Are mel. .

Blood Samples Taken

Human volunleers were
asked by the doctors to run
various distances. Samples of
their blood were taken ime
mediately after the exercisa
and again after they had rest.
ed. It was found that after
they had run as little as 100
yards the binding of thyroxine
to protelns was reduced con-
siderably.

This suggested that a small
portlon of circulating thy-
roxine was suddenly “ecut
loose!" from Its ‘“towing" pro-
teins in order to meet sudden
engety demands. Changes In
the character of the blood,
perhaps acids produced in the
exercise process, are respons
sible for the ''cutting loose”
of the hormone, An hour afler
completion of the exercise
binding and “lowing” process
es returned to normal

Thus the body may meet
temporary needs [or thyrox-
ine without sudden strains on
the thyrold gland.
