New York-fUPD-- Pittsburgh Pirates moved to within
one victory of their first world championship since 1925
today when Gil McDougald's second-innin- error paved the
way for two unearned runs and a 2 triumph over tha
New York Yankees in the fifth game of the World Series.
The Pirates now lead three games to two.

Harvey Haddix received credit for the victory but Elroy
Face, brilliant relief hero of the Pirates, came out of tha
bull pen in the seventh inning to choke off a Yankee rally
and then shut out New York in the eighth and ninth. Face
has "saved" all three Pirates victories in the series.

McDougald's error was the key play of the second inning
in which the Pirates routed Art Dltmar for the second tima
in the series and took a 0 lead.
McDougald Misses Throw from Kubek

Dick Stuart started the inning with a single to left field
and was forced by Gino Cimoli. Smokey Burgess then
rammed a double into the right field corner, sending
Cimoli to third. Shortstop Tony Kubek fielded Don Hoak's
routine grounder but McDougald missed his throw attempting
to retire Burgess at third, Cimoli scoring, Burgess reaching
third safely and Hoak going all the way to second base.

Bill Mazcroski's double down the left
field line scored Burgess and Hoak with a pair of unearned
runs.

Jury Selection

Starts in Trial

Of 0. H. Bengtson
Affidavit Filed

Regarding Records

The trial of O. H. Bengtson,
Medford lawyer, on charges of
embezzlement got under way
this morning in Jackson conn
ty circuit court.

Circuit Judge Orval J. Mil
lard, Grants Pass, is presiding
over the jury trial. Examina-
tion of the jury was expected
to take most of the morning.
Richard R. Carney, Portland
lawyer, and Robert A. Boyer,
Mealord lawyer, are repre-
senting Bengtson. Deputy Dis-

trict Attorneys Gerald Scan- -

nell and Brian Mullen are rep
resenting the stale.

Questioning of eight women
and four men under jury ex-

amination this morning re-

vealed it may be a long and
involved trial.

Bengtson is charged with
the embezzlement of $3,701.14
from the Medford Escrow
company Oct. 21, 1959 while
he was an officer of the com
pany.

Originally, Rachel Peter
son Carter, Jacksonville, sec-

retary of the Medford Escrow
company, was indicted on the
same charge. However the in
dictment has since been set
aside. She is now charged
with embezzling $224 from
the company, according to a
later indictment. No trial date
has been set. She pleaded in-

nocent to the charges last
week. .

An event before the trial
indicated It will be a hotly
contested one between the two
sets of attorneys. Earlier at
torneys and certified public
accountants working for
Bengtson were not allowed to
continue an inspection of rec
ords which the district at-

torney's office will use as

evidence, according to. a
sworn affidavit entered by
Boyer, one of Bengston's at
torneys.

On Sept. 23, Boyer received
a court order to allow inspec-
tion of all books, records, and
accounts of Medford Escrow
company dated Jan. 1, 1957
through May 31, 1960 "in the
care, custody, possession or
under the control" of the dis
trict attorney's office.

Boyer charged in his affi
davit that accountants were
allowed access to the records
in question after a series of
delays by Scannell and that on
Sept. 21 the district attorney s
office denied Bengtson's at-

torneys and CPA's any further
right to inspect the records.

Scannell stated that he was
denying access "principally
because any further inspec-
tion is going to be conditional
upon the defendant producing
personal records of his office
for inspection and that the
CPAs were making certain
small check marks on the
duplicate check vouchers they
were auditing," according to
Boyer's affidavit.
