Dr. Wilder Penfleld, Inter-
‘natlonally known neurosur-
geon and author from MeGill
university, Montreal, Canacas,
reported In a special lecture,
&l the National Institutes of
Health here that he had elec-
trically stimulaled the tem-
poral lobe in the brains of
eplleptic patients during oper-
ations.

He found not only that the
