The Collagen Disenses
Quite a few puzzled people
write to find out what s »
collagen disease, what should
be done mbout It, and can
they ever.ba completely cured
of it. In the collagen disease
gomething seems to haye gone
wrong with the chemistry of
the tough, so-called econnec-
tive tissues in the body: con-
nective tissues like the gristle
in a plece of meat, or the
fibrous (lssue between two
bundles of muscle (in meat),
Among collagen diseases are
listed rheumatold arthritis,
rheumatic fever, polyarteritis
nodosa (a4 curlous localized
disense of arteries), systemic
Iupus. erythematosus (a dig-
eage partly of the skin and
partly of the body), diffuse
seleroderma (hardening of the
skin), and dermatomyositls
(Inflammation of the skin and
the muscles under it).

In all of these several con-
ditions there I8 usually dam-
nge done to arteries, the heart,
the kidneys, the joints, and
sometimes the lungs The
ecause is not definitely known.
Some rescarchers think the
bodlly changes are due to
some type of late allerglc re-
sponse, They suspect this be-
eauge serum sickness pro-
duced in rabbits produces
many of the bodily changes
that are seen in collagen dis.
ease. l

In systemie lupus erythema-
{osuy there may be occasional
fever ‘with paln In the Joints
or mctual arthritis; there may
be & characleristic skin erup-
tion; albumin may, appear in
the urlne; the white blood
cells may decréase In num-
ber; and there may be pe
culinr changes' In the mem-
brane lining the cavitles of

the heart. The disease is com-
monly seen In young women,
Rheumatold ' arthritls is one
of the worst of the several
types of arthritis, It can cause
badly gnarled hands and feet.
Unfortunately, there is no
good treatment. Sometimes in
acute flare-ups, much help
can be obtained: from - treat-
ment with some of the corti-
sane-like drugs. Occasionally
help tan be obtained from the
use of one of' the synthetic
anti-malaria drugs.
