The small boy s justifiably
disnppointed to learn that the
Easler Bunny does nol lay
eggs. Probably the people In
the “rabbit distriel” of Aus-
tralla wish they did; there
it would be a pretty profit-
able by-product.

In the complex scheme of
things, the rabbit holds about
the same place, on the land,
that the sardine, or the fld-
dler crab does, In and near
the sea; they are food for a
host of predators, Thelr num-
bers are kept in balance by
the Increage, or the decrease
of the animals that prey upon
them,

Natural Checks

As long as natural checks
are in balance, and in har-
mony, thera are never too
many rabbits, Remove Lthe
hawks, owls, foxes, coyoles,
eagles, and some of the oth.
ers, and the rabbit population
gets rapidly out of control,
That was the trouble in Aus-
tralin. Nature abandons a spe-
cles very often when its en.
vironment is changed.
