As Dr. Creevy says, i an
old man can't urinate any
more, and has to use a cath-
eter (rubber tube): or I, alter
he urinates, his bladder Is still
a third full of urine, he had
better go and be operated on.

Sometimes the first sign of
trouble Is that the old man
has to get up at least three
times at night to urinate,
Perhaps there is no trouble
during the day. Such s man
can wall for a while If he
wanls to, especially if he lives
in a big city where there are
expert urologlsts who can help
him |f suddenly he should
{ind himself unable to urinate.
Will Bs Intolerable

If, when his bladder wakes
him at night, the man can
quickly drop off to slecp
agnin, well and good; but, if
each time he is wakened, he
has to walt an hour or more
to get to sleep, his lile soon
will become intolerable Un-
fortunately, even when a ur-
ologist succeeds In making
urination easy, he does not
always put a stop to the get-
ting up at night.

All of them have some dis-
advantages, Very important,
I think, is the fact that with
the trans-urethral operation-
in expert hands — the mortall-
ty Is about 1 per cent, and
the patient can be up and
around his room that after-
noon! Some urologists fear
this operation when the pros
tate is very large.
