People write to say that

they are distressed because a
child is too short or too tall.
They wonder if t here isn't

some drug
that will make
the child
er.

17 or 18 years old. Why? The
trouble is that the long bones,
such as those in the lower
extremities, grow at two
points, where the shaft is at-

tached to the two ends. After
the age of 17 or so, these
three parts of the long bone
grow together so firmly that,
after that, for the rest of the
person's days, his legs do not
change in length. Sometimes
when a parent is worried
enough about a son's short
stature the doctor can have
the bones to see if
growth is still possible. Then,
some doctors will give a lit-
tle thyroid extract, or some
Vitamin B complex, or some
male hormone, but it is hard
to say if any such treatments
work, because many boys,
when untreated, will sudden
ly start growing even after
they are 15 or so.

A growth hormone has
been discovered which will
change a little dachshund in
to a great big hound, but un-

fortunately, this hormone
must bo extracted from pitui-
tary glands taken from the
type of animal one wants to
treat. An extract made from
easily available glands ob
tained from cattle is so dif
ferent chemically from that
of man that usually it will
not work on human beings.
So little of the growth hor-
mone can be obtained from
the pituitary glands of men
and women that so far only

very few children have
been treated.
