Medford Pollce Chief
Charles P, Champlin said Iast
week that knowing the rules
of driving in fog is essential
to residents in the Medford
and Rogue valley areas.

Champlin noted that Na-
tional Safety council figures
show thal nearly one out of
every six fatal accidents is at-
tributed to bad weather con-
ditions that obscure drivers'
vision.

Champlin suggested that
drivers go slow enough lo be
able to'stop suddenly if neces-
sary, and (o check on both
hrakes and windshield swipes
{0 mike sure they are in good
working order,

He also said it is essential
thet headlights be used when
driving in fog. Even If head-
lights do’ notl seem' to illumi-
nate the road -ahead, he said,
they will help oncoming cars
lo see yvour vehicle, Champlin
said parking lights are not
nearly adequate enough for
driving in fog.
